OFFER?

At William Penn, we provide safe, engaging
learning spaces to promote a sense of
curiosity and enjoyment in learning. Our
broad curriculum is designed to motivate
and challenge children through a series of
topics and themes.

Throughout the school, English and Maths
underpin our curriculum. We promote a love
of reading and writing using Read Write Inc.
phonics and The Power of Reading. Maths
is taught through a mastery approach
using Power Maths and White Rose.

Our school is lucky to have a large
premises where we can facilitate our newly
opened Forest School. This allows children
to develop skills and confidence; it fosters
well being and a connection with the
natural world, in conjunction with more
traditional classroom teaching.

We celebrate key events during the year,
including Easter, May Day, a Christmas
Concert at Christ’'s Hospital, and termly
music performances for all to enjoy. Trips
and visits are used to enrich in school
learning and provide first hand experiences
for children. In addition to everyday
lessons, we offer a range of after school
activities for pupils to enjoy, from Clay club
to sports clubs.
